Diocesan Lourdes Pilgrimage:

Sunday Obligation: The reinstatement of the obligation to attend Mass 5" June 2022.
From the 18" March 2020 through to the 5" June 2022 the Bishops of England and Wales
suspended the obligation to attend Mass in England and Wales. As of the 51" June 2022, the
Solemnity of Pentecost, however, the bishops have reinstated the obligation to attend Mass
on Sundays and Holy Days.

Parents applying for a place at a Catholic school, under faith-based criteria will need to
complete a Supplementary Information Form. Evidence of practice will be measured by
frequency of attendance at Mass as validated by either a priest or minister, as was the case
prior to 18" March 2020. These arrangements apply to the admissions round for 2023, and
subsequent rounds.

Catechesis: Archbishop’s Certificate? The Archbishop’s Certificate is an online course
for all in the Diocese who proclaim their faith to others: as evangelisers, catechists or adult
formators. It is a course for all wishing to know their Catholic faith more deeply no matter
their stage in life. You will take a systematic journey through the Church’s teaching to
understand your own faith in a more profound way and be able to share your faith with
confidence and joy.

Email archcert@rcaos.org.uk. if you have any further questions or would
like to speak to the Course Administrator before applying. The next course will start in
October 202. This is a systematic course with study over 24 months. The Archbishop’s
Certificate is a 2-year course. The cost per year is £365. To process your application a non-
refundable registration fee of £50 is required.

Want to receive the Sacrament of Baptism? Baptism is a Sacrament of faith, and the
Church asks for a serious and loving commitment by the parents and godparents of a child
to live the life of the Sacraments. For baptism of children aged 6 and below:

At least one parent should be a practising Catholic Parent(s) to attend Infant Baptism
preparation sessions at the parish. Either one godparent, or two (one male and one
female), who is a confirmed Catholic over the age of 16. (From Diocesan guidelines).

Marriage preparation: Engaged couples seeking marriage in Church should inform the
Parish office at least six months before the intended wedding date so that there is enough
time for all the necessary administration to be completed. This requirement applies to
marriages taking place here in the parish, in other parts of the UK, and overseas.
